
KIER SHEFFIELD SADDLES UP FOR A GOOD CAUSE
Team to cycle John O’Groats to Land’s End for charity

A group of Kier Sheffield employees will be taking to two wheels once again this summer to raise money for three local charities. In a follow-up event to their sponsored coast to coast bike ride last year, the fundraisers will be cycling from ‘end to end’, cycling almost 1,000 miles from John O’Groats to Land’s End.
The aim of the bike ride is to raise as much money as possible for local charities the Bluebell Wood Children’s Hospice, the Sheffield Autistic Society and Motor Neurone Disease Association. The cyclists will be making just nine stops in nine days - the expected duration of the journey - and hope to raise around £10,000, even more than the £3,000 their previous voyage generated.
The cyclists will depart from John O’Groats on 28 May and cycle 974 miles to Land’s End in Cornwall. The group has been training together for many months in preparation for the gruelling ride, which will see them cycling almost 100 miles per day. The end to end bike ride will be further supported by a sponsored cycle on fixed bikes to be held at Ponds Forge international sports venue on 3 June, where teams will battle it out to exceed the distance of the main cycle ride in just one day. The support event will involve teams from various Sheffield organisations and the winning team will receive a trophy. 
[Phil Cooney Sheffield Autistic Society went to Ponds Forge on 3 June and was very impressed by the large number of teams putting their heart and soul into pedalling for charity. Phil shook a bucket and Charlotte from Keir told her that their efforts on the static bikes, normally used in Spinning exersize  classes, would raise almost £1,000, so all the sweat is much appreciated!]
The group consists of Simon Bullen, Darren Crouch, Scott Murray, John Blackwell (who has a son on the Autistic Spectrum), Mark Hall and Dave Cooper, plus non-Kier Building Maintenance guests Tony Perry, Martin Colley, Bill Stubbins, Julie Bullen, Simon Hughes, Anthony Derbyshire and Judy Bird.
